Course Description

SLAV 1003 focuses on further development of the fundamentals of speaking, understanding,
reading, and writing Russian. Through interactive practice both in and out of the classroom, you
will engage in conversations that bring the language to life. The course also includes a video
component to enhance your learning experience. It incorporates major cultural aspects of
Russian, providing a comprehensive understanding of the language and the people who speak it.

Course Learning Outcomes

By the end of Slav 1003, after approximately 180 hours of classroom exposure, students will
generally perform at ACTFL Novice High moving to emerging Intermediate Low. They will be
able to handle short, routine exchanges on familiar topics, understand simple speech and texts in
predictable contexts, and produce connected sentences about everyday life. Thematically,
students will expand their abilities to discuss weather, manage basic phone tasks, navigate a
town, describe geography, and talk about TV/movies as entertainment. Grammar coverage
includes the present and past tense in common patterns, essential case usage, and expressions
needed for time, direction, and everyday interaction.

Course Grading

Homework

The function of homework is to prepare you for participation in class activities. Homework can
take different shapes: it might be a written assignment, such as fill-in-the-blank or a composition,
preparing to act out a dialogue that you have practiced out loud, or an oral presentation. Routine
homework is to be handwritten (with a pen/pencil or on an Apple pencil if you use an iPad or
similar device). Homework is due at the beginning of class. Late assignments and failure to
turn in your assignments will reduce your homework grade. In order to do well, you should plan
to spend two hours on homework for each hour of class.

Homework for Slav 1, 2, 3, and 4 comes in four forms: Dialogue Performances, Oral

Drills (from the Student Workbook), Written Exercises (also from the Student Workbook), and
various reading and listening assignments. Here are some guidelines for handling each of these
assignments.

Dialog Performances. After the initial alphabet chapter, you will be asked to memorize and
perform a dialog (usually of your choice) from the Juanozu section of the textbook. You will
also be asked to read smoothly parts of all the remaining dialogs. This is the most important
assignment of any unit, and it is graded.

Oral Drills from the Student Workbook. These are assigned to be done at home using the
online recordings. They are not graded. But that doesn't mean they are optional. They are the
most important part of homework.

The recordings for both the textbook and workbook are available online. Go to the audio
portion of the GOLOSA(sixth edition) cloud archive.

“Working with the recordings” means listening and, where necessary, repeating out loud. For
the Dialogues (Imasorn), you should work with the recordings enough so that you can repeat
every sentence after it is said at the speaker’s rate of speech without looking at the text. For

the Oral Drills (Ycrubie ynpa:xnenust), you should practice the grammar drills on tape until
you can do them all at the speaker’s rate of speech with no mistakes and without looking at the
text. This usually requires a few sessions with each set of exercises. That comes to about two
hours of listening and repeating out loud per lesson. Break these sessions down into chunks no
longer than 40 minutes apiece.

Since many assignments require out-loud repetition, make sure that wherever you access the
recordings, you feel comfortable saying things out loud in Russian.

Remember that working with the audio is not optional. It is the most required part of the
course!

Written Exercises from the Student Workbook help you learn grammar, vocabulary, and
paragraphing. Most importantly, they prepare you for written tests (see below). Your instructor
will expect you to hand in the homework as it is assigned. It will be returned to you, corrected
but not graded. If you have more than a few random errors in an assignment, your teacher may
ask you to rewrite the exercise in question. If your answers indicate that you are unsteady with
the grammatical principles involved, your instructor may ask you to "rewrite and justify." In
order to qualify for test retakes (see below), you must turn in all homework and required
rewrites.

*The number of such activities in a semester depends on the semester. For example, short
quizzes are rare in Slav 1 but may increase in frequency in later courses.

Frequent tests give you lots of feedback on your progress and will help to keep you working at
an even pace.

Note: If you do poorly on a Chapter Test, you can have a second chance under the test
retake policy.

Course Policies

Attendance

Unless your instructor explicitly tells you otherwise, this is the attendance policy for all Russian
language classes at GW. Language is communication in context. It is extremely difficult to do on
your own. You need language contact hours. Our classes are designed to provide those hours.
Therefore, attendance in our classes is mandatory.

Up to five absences: You may be absent for your own reasons, no questions asked, on a total of
five occasions during the semester. The following conditions apply: If you must be absent, you
may be excused by emailing your instructor in advance of the class. You must inform your
instructor before the class that you miss!

Missed work. You are responsible for finding out missed assignments, both oral and written, and
completing them by the time you return to class.

Penalties. An unexcused absence or one excused after class and not before will cause a test
grade of zero to be recorded for that day. In other words, if you fail to report that you will be
absent before the absence, the instructor will record a zero as if you had come to class,
taken a full-scale test, and gotten a zero on it. As you can see, it takes only one or two such
occurrences to put a major dent in a semester grade.

Exceptions. The only exceptions to this rule are for absences due to sudden emergencies causing
danger to life or limb. Colds, car breakdowns, missed buses, planes, and trains do not count as
true emergencies. Neither do obligations to other courses (*"My biomechanics teacher kept me
after class.") In cases such as those e-mail or call ahead.

After five absences. If you are absent more than five times during the semester, you must
provide documented reasons for each additional absence. You must also schedule an
appointment with your instructor to discuss the extra work you must do to pass the course and/or
the possibility of dropping the course.

University policy on observance of religious holidays

Students must notify faculty during the first week of the semester in which they are enrolled in
the course, or as early as possible, but no later than three weeks prior to the absence, of their
intention to be absent from class on their day(s) of religious observance. If the holiday falls
within the first three weeks of class, the student must inform faculty in the first week of the
semester.

Average Amount of Independent (out-of-class) Learning

According to GW Assignment of Credit Hour Policy, for each credit, students are expected to
spend a minimum of 100 minutes in independent learning for every 50 minutes of direct
instruction, totaling a minimum of 2.5 hours per week or 37.5 hours for the semester. Since this
course is worth four credits, it requires a minimum of 6 hours and 40 minutes of independent
work per week, or 100 hours for the semester.

Class Participation and Engagement

Because active participation in the course is one of the most important ways to learn, you will be
assessed on your class engagement. Engagement looks a little different for everyone, but in
general, an engaged student will come to class prepared, contribute regularly to class activities or
discussions, listen attentively to peers and the instructor, stay on-task during class, complete their
work in a timely manner, and reach out to the instructor if they have questions or start to fall
behind. If you anticipate any barriers to your full engagement in the course, | encourage you to
contact me so we can strategize about how you can best fulfill the course requirements.

Use of Generative Artificial Intelligence: Not Permitted

Generative Al refers to artificial intelligence technologies, like ChatGPT or other tools that can
draw on a large corpus of training data to create new written, visual, or audio content. In this
course, we will be developing skills that are important to practice on your own. Because use of
generative Al may inhibit the development of those skills, I ask that you refrain from employing
Al tools in this course. Using such tools for any purposes, or attempting to pass off Al-generated
work as your own, will violate our academic integrity policy.

If you are unsure about whether or not a specific tool makes use of Al or is permitted for use on
assignments in this course, please contact me. Given how fast these tools are changing, it is
perfectly okay to ask what use is acceptable and what use is not.
